Nominations were invited and Les Banton proposed Dennis Learad for the role of race director. It went to the table and was unanimous. Dennis confirmed it was a role he can undertake this year but was uncertain about future years. Welcome and thank you to Dennis.
Amendment to Rules
1. It was proposed that the charity requests by the club were stopped until the floodlight monies were accrued.  Amendment to the proposal to put the remainder of the charity funds to the lights at the end of the year. The amended proposal was voted for unanimous.
2. It was proposed that the original £500 towards team funding for National, Northern and County competitions for 12 or more runners for entry fees and transport. Amendment to the proposal (due to runners pulling out) would be £500 solely for transport costs. Individuals to pay their own entry fees. If over the £500 budget, costs to be shared. Unanimous.
3. It was proposed that regarding social media, Facebook, Twitter etc., we must protect our public image and use responsibly, recognising it reflects on our image. The club to recognise the constitution in line with rule 22 - misconduct, anyone bringing ill repute on the club in any form may have their membership cancelled. Unanimous.

4. Members’ conduct. Members are to treat each other with respect, and recognise that different views and opinions are an essential fabric of life. Intimidation and threatening behaviour, individual to individual, or inappropriate conduct to be reported to the committee. Appropriate action shall be taken e.g. warning, however if the offence is repeated, the committee to suspend member/s temporarily or permanently – Overturned and remains. 
5. Proposal - Life Members have all cost paid through the club.  Unanimous
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Proposal –Instead of the current charity requests, a tick box to be added to the race entry forms to enable donations to two charities per year, one for the 10k and one for the Half Marathon.  Amendment to the proposal - Trial for Twelve months alongside the original charity request. Unanimous.
7. Proposal to add the 5k standard and replace the 20mile standard. Amendment to add the 5k along with the 20 mile. 6 votes for the proposal and 10 votes for the amendment.
A proposal to increase the Presentation Night admissions to £5 each and the under 12’s free. An Amendment to the proposal, £5 adults and under 16’s free. To be paid in advance. The amendment to the proposal was voted unanimous.
