 If anyone is thinking of running a half marathon abroad look no 
further than The Nike Budapest Half, it is very easy to enter online and 
there are low cost flights from Manchester and East Midlands Airports.  
 I and Paul Summerly both ran the event this year, my entry had been 
carried over from last year as I had a calf injury.  Budapest is about 30 
minutes away from the airport by taxi and this is easy to book via the 
internet. There are plenty of  B and B hotels in the city at reasonable 
prices, eating out is very reasonable and plenty of choice.
 The half itself is well organised, 5000 runners this year, a very flat and 
scenic coarse, it takes you on both sides of The River Danube passing a 
lot of the tourist’s sites.  As it is run in early September the 
temperature can be ideal for running.  
 Budapest has a good transport system with trams and the underground 
running every few minutes with costs at about £1 per journey. There are 
plenty of tourist sites to see so you need to be there for a few days to get 
the best out of the city.
