Minutes of the Clowne Road Runners Meeting 7th October 2011-10-08

The minutes of the 2nd September meeting read and agreed as a true record.

Matters Arising –

1. Duathlon  - Dennis read report on the event which was very positive. He noted there was good participation and the shirts were a good quality. Overall an excellent day and congratulations passed on to Lewis and Gemma for achieving first male and female places. Hoping this event will continue next year.

2. Car Stickers – Steve showed the members present an example of the new car stickers which were in keeping with the new corporate image of the club. All agreed the stickers look really good. They will cost £1.00 each and members should give their names to Steve if they want one.

Dennis suggested the design should be added to the web site and also the club kit shop.

3. London Marathon – Names to Steve before the December meeting for a place in the marathon.

4. High Peak Relay – November 15th – There are eight members running and the team has been entered.

5. National Cross Country Relay – 5th November. Names to Matt before 14th October if interested in taking part. Costs £30 for men’s team  4 men, 1 reserve) and £20 for women’s team (3 women, 1 reserve). All agreed club should pay the entry fees as the members involved are promoting the club by attending these races. Steve to ask Lewis to send a cheque.
6. Cross Country Series 2012 – Steve will be attending the meeting on 14th November at Worksop  Please give him any thoughts or issues for him to discuss with the other clubs at this meeting.

7. Winter Handicap – 20th November. This is the last race of the 2011 Grand Prix. Steve reminded members that if members ran slower than handicap time they would lose 1 point per 1 second over their time and if running faster they would gain 1 point per 1 second under their  time. Andy has booked the Clowne cricket club at a cost of £35 all in, which was agreed was a good price. Entry must be before the race, names to John Proffit if members want to participate.

8. Club Constitution – Steve noted he had put a draft copy of this document on the web site for feedback from members, unfortunately this caused some confusion so he has taken it off the web site and will email/post a draft copy to all members. Comments concerning the constitution to Steve before 1st December to enable Steve to amend if necessary before the AGM.
9. Club Presentation Night – 14th January 2012. Steve has booked the Clowne community centre and the tickets will cost £1.00 per person. Names to John Proffit for tickets. Steve asked if anyone would like to volunteer to do the catering, Mrs Shipp is prepared to take on the catering if no one else is able to.
10. David Wright –  The noble voluntary work of David Wright for first aid charity St John Ambulance has been marked with an investiture into the Order of St John. The club send whole hearted congratulations to David and Dennis suggested the club send David a gift in recognition of this achievement., all present agreed. Dennis will also organise that his achievement is mentioned in the Worksop Guardian.

· Brian Banton – Club President -  Brian asked for members to help with the overall organisation and running of the half marathon and also called for volunteers to marshal. He reminded members that if a member entered the race they must provide two marshals.

He also noted how successful the Duathlon was and gave thanks to all who had helped this event happen. He added that Stage Coach were willing to help again next year. Steve asked for new ideas/suggestions from club members to ensure the event is as successful next year.

· Les Banton – Race Director – Not present but sent email - 571 entries for the ½ Marathon so far and 10 for the fun run. The numbers are increasing daily and the race should be full well before race day.                                                     

Les has had to apply for a rolling road /temporary road closure from the district council. This is now policy which the police must use when stopping traffic. This should be complete within a month.

Buckingham Insurance has now paid the remainder of our sponsorship money and he  reminds members to call in for quotes for house/contents, cars, campervans etc. as discount is available for Clowne Road Runners members.

10 toilets have been ordered, an increase due to comments on our last BARR report.

Les has appealed for someone to be responsible for the car parking and to arrange their own marshal’s  for this, to direct traffic and man the car park at Penny Hydraulics’ for the duration of the race. Andy and Dave J have offered to be responsible for this.

Bert and Brian will be responsible for the signage, but will need help getting the signs out of storage on the Saturday.

Dennis is organising a clock (from North Derbyshire RC) to be on the lead car in front of the runners, Dennis has price for this of £25. Steve thanked Dennis for arranging this. Dennis suggested it would be a good idea to get quotes for the club to buy our own clock and will discuss this with Les at a future date.
Les also reiterated the rule that for members to run they must provide two adult marshals “no marshals, no run” Names to Roger Street before the day. He also reminded members that the use of MP3 players is banned, anyone found using one will be asked to take it off or be disqualified

· Matt Russell – Club Secretary – Not present.

· Jim McIntosh - Club Captain – Asked about numbers attending training nights. Large numbers training but very few taking the easy run option, this created discussion regarding the ‘Gentle Joggers’ also running on Thursday nights and the possibility runners were attending their session instead of CRR, but it was pointed out that they aim their sessions at  a different type of runner.
10k race – 20th May 2012 – Jim stated he had now sorted the charity cheque. Because of feedback from this year’s race, he and Dave Keeling were currently looking at alternative routes for the race to avoid a 2 lap course. Jim also asked members for help with this event.
· Steve Hattersley – Membership Secretary – Not present, but Steve S informed the meeting we have three new members.

· Lewis Banton – Club Treasurer – Not present.
· Trevor – Informed members he has No Parking signs available if needed, Brian will check and feedback to Trevor.
· Dennis – reminded members to let Ellie Ward know of race times so she can get them into the papers.
· Grand Prix – Steve gave out the Chelmorton results and the current standings for the Grand Prix and all rounder.
