1 from each category – 1 from each race type, Road-Trail-XC-
Team competition with 3 or 4 seeded runners to promote new winners.

If any races are cancelled they can be replaced if possible.
Targeting local races where possible and hopefully next year to include the winter handicap. 
Also a report in the Worksop Guardian for each race.

 It was also mentioned to remind us that each runner is only running in their 5 year category.
Matt kindly set up an online voting system for feedback from members. There was debate about members not being able to get access to computers, members not voting and votes not being secure. With 122 members and only 38 voting it was still about representation. The result however was very close, being 20 in favour of the new proposal - 8 from 12 and 18 wanting to stay with the 8 from16. 
Steve Shipp, in the chair, then took questions from the table.
Members in favour of more races had work commitments to think of and were thinking of injuries to contend with. Also a suggestion of 8 from 14? More races would have also given leeway for GP races clashing with other favourite races runners like to attend.
After lots of discussion the winning vote went through.
Graham Sheen proposed that the W.M.A calculator be used for all Grand Prix races this was passed.

John Proffitt proposed that if no-one in an age category completed the Grand Prix then the next runner with the most races would receive the prize. After discussion this was not passed.
