Members Meeting Minutes

6th June, 2008

The minutes from the previous meeting on Friday 2nd May were read and agreed as a true record.

The chairman welcomed potential new member Steve Hattersley to the Club.

The Chairman spoke about celebrating the 25 year anniversary of the club and various suggestions were received as a way of commemorating the event.

Steve Shipp suggested that we should have a ‘25 years vest’ detailing the key dates.

The Chairman also suggested that we should consider a special 25 year T- shirt for the half marathon.

The Chairman spoke about the confusion surrounding the cross country series’ results.

The latest was that Handsworth were OK with Clowne winning and against the proposal from Killamarsh to null and void all results from 2008.

At this point Dennis was struggling to communicate directly with Killamarsh.

The chairman suggested preparing a structured agenda to ensure that the cross country remained a good sporting event.

The trip to Torbay for the half marathon was also mentioned. John Proffit confirmed that he had filled a coach for 49 people from a number of local clubs including a small number from Clowne.

The Chairman spoke about an email from a member disgruntled at support and marshalling at the recent Mount Famine fell race.

The club agreed to inform newer members of the potential dangers of harder fell races. It was also suggested that runners must also share a proportion of the responsibility for ‘checking out’ race details before the event too.

Steve Shipp also mentioned that because the race was part of the Club’s Grand Prix series runners may feel more obliged to complete difficult races that they may not be competent to do.

Elmton Chase

Roger Street mentioned that no marshals were enrolled. Les Bantam volunteered 2 marshals, Lewis also volunteered.

Terry Richardson said the footpath conditions were poor and that the Footpaths Officer at Matlock had already been contacted.

The trophies and water were all in hand. Terry had not yet contacted the pub about using the Stack Yard for parking but would be doing so.

Handicap

The Handicap Race will be held on 4Th July in lieu of the normal meeting as usual.

John Profit was arranging the food. The room was booked and Andrew Porter is OK to work out individual handicaps and draw teams. John Profit will arrange for a display of who is in each team.

The Handicap cup will be marked up as the Patricia Muller Trophy.

Half Marathon

Les Bantom had received an email from Eric to say that Eric and also some of his colleagues will be unavailable on 30th November.

The Chairman asked if we should move the date to the 23rd November.

A final decision was to be agreed and co-ordinated between Les Bantam and Steve Shipp.

Steve would subsequently update websites as appropriate if any published dates needed changing.

Steve asked for members to ensure that Cat 5 races were communicated to him for inclusion in the overall Grand Prix details.

The Chairman also mentioned that members should also inform John Profit of their recent results. He also asked Steve to clarify the Grand Prix rules for Kyle who is currently a junior.

Steve said that UKA rules do not allow for the inclusion of juniors.

Les Bantam said that we should consider recognising Kyle’s outstanding performance with a special memento.
