Minutes – The minutes were read and agreed as a true record.

Matters Arising:

1) XCountry Series – The Chairman congratulated all on the revised results – 
The Chairman also congratulated Andy Ward on his performance in his last two races and reminded the club how lucky we are to have a coach of such calibre training our members. 

2) Inter counties Races – The Chairman noted that both Andy and Lewis are now competing in Inter County races and asked members what can the club do to support them. Dennis suggested we buy fell shoes for them and all agreed the club would award them vouchers of £60.00 each to choose their own preferred fell shoes.

3) Elmton , The Handicap & Summer X country – 

a) Elmton – June 18th at 7.30pm. – The Chairman noted there were still problems with parking on the night, as discussed at the last meeting, he advised members to park either in the stack yard at the back of the Elmton Pub or in the middle of the village. Dennis would send letters to members to request marshals and Roger agreed to organise the marshals and asked members to let him know the names of volunteers.

Country were on the same night as the Major Oak Run and John noted he    had been in touch with Handsworth about this clash, but had not heard anything back.

d) Clowne Road Runner 25th Anniversary – The Chairman reminded members that 2009 was Clowne Road Runners 25th year. Terry, as a founder member, requested a quality tee shirt would be a suitable memento to celebrate this. Trevor suggested all members run with these tee shirts on in all races. Terry suggested the club members and ½ marathon entrants could wear the shirts. The Chairman suggested the club members could wear them for the X Country series. Further debate to be held.

Clowne Half Marathon: Les was present but had no news.

Club/Membership Secretary: Dennis reported he had had two requests for donations; the first from Steve Shipp for the CRR Ranby prison Club to support the Ranby 10K race. £50.00 was suggested and all agreed.

The second request was from Jim Mackintosh asking for a donation towards the Alzheimer’s charity as he was running the Northumberland Coastal run On Sunday 20th July to raise funds for this cause. All agreed to a £50.00 donation.

Dennis has also received a card from Janet Butterworth thanking the club for the card and flowers wishing her well after her recent operation.

Club Captain: Dave reported training nights were still going well. He reported 500 induction documents had now been printed and would be available in June. The Chairman thanked Dave for his work on the document and asked him to pass on the Clubs’ thanks to the printer.

Dave reported he had also received a letter form a lady from Bolsover who would be joining the club at training next week.

Club Treasurer: Lewis was not present.

Social Secretary:  Re X Countries - John noted that the trophies for the over 45’s women and over 50’s men had not been awarded this year. Reg and Karen Bestwick had won these trophies this year, but had not received their trophies, which is a concern. The Chairman also voiced this concern and asked for this matter to be sorted.
