MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF CLOWNE ROAD RUNNERS

The Chairman opened the meeting by thanking Dennis’s wife Audrey for all her support for the club and read the letter received from her thanking the club for the flowers she had received for her birthday.

The chairman also thanked Denis for informing all of the change of venue for tonight’s meeting.

The Chairman informed members that Hilary Smith would be resigning as minutes’ secretary due to increased responsibilities at work and asked for volunteers for this position. Hilary was thanked for her help and support in this role.

Minutes:

The minutes of the previous meeting were read and agreed as a true record.

Matters Arising:

1. The Chairman congratulated the members for their achievements in races this summer.

He also reminded members that 2009 will be the clubs’ 25th anniversary and asked members for ideas how to commemorate this.

The Chairman read a letter from Philip Roberts with  regard to training and the use of music. He would pass it on to Andy Ward. Also a letter had been    received from Reg Bestwick regarding the three counties trail race series, especially the Elmton Chase, and his concerns over the increase in numbers of runners taking part, and the issues this would cause.  The Chairman proposed the club invite Reg to the next meeting to discuss these issues. All agreed this was a good idea.

The Chairman confirmed the date of the prize presentation evening as 17th January 2009. The Barlborough Babes will do the catering.


Remembrance Day – the Chairman noted that Avis and Paul Blunt usually present a wreath on behalf of the club and proposed they are asked if they would do so again this year. The Chairman will organise this with them.

4. Standards – The Chairman noted there was a limited list of runners recorded in the local newspapers after the Spire Ten race and reminded members that it was not John’s responsibility to find out who had run and what their times were. He reminded members that it is their responsibility to let John know their times and races run. 
He mentioned that the Standards fabric strips were running out and asked members if medals should replace the fabric strips. All agreed on medals, perhaps gold, silver and bronze medals engraved with detail.

Clowne ½ Marathon –

The Chairman asked if the risk assessment for the race was up to date and Les assured him it was.

The number of entries so far is 40 which is normal for this time of year.

He is starting to get response from volunteers and contributors and has received a letter from Clowne Scout Club who usually do a water station. Due to falling numbers they had officially stood down, but Steve Hibbard and his wife have offered to help the scouts with the water station and if they can get other volunteers to support them the water station should be available for the race.

Les informed members he has received the cheque from the clubs’ main sponsor, Buckingham Insurance and has offered free entry to the race for one of their employees.

Les called for any volunteers to help with the ½ marathon and suggested closing the race after 2 ½ hours as this was long enough for marshals and other helpers to be outside at that time of year.

Club/Membership Secretary – 

Dennis informed members that all except two members had been issued their UK Athletics numbers and 40,000 cards were to be sent out from UK Athletics, on the 17th September.

He reminded members again to inform John of their race times and stated he would put the age related results on the web site.

He noted the marshal list for the ½ marathon was being passed round and reminded members to let Roger know if they were volunteering to help. The Chairman thanked all who have volunteered.

Club Captain – 

Dave reported Thursday night training sessions were still well attended despite the bad weather, with around 15 -16 members turning up to train regularly.

He informed members the sub-committee were due to meet to discuss next years  Grand Prix and asked members to give him feedback on this years races.

Paul suggested money towards petrol or hiring a mini bus to get to Grisdale, the special race, would have been a good idea as it would encourage other members to take part in these races. It was stressed that the social side of these races was very important.

Dave reported that the road race series was complete and now there was only two trail races left to complete the Grand Prix, Bawtry trail race on Sunday 14th September and Rother Valley trail race on 11th October. The later replacing the Bestwood park race which has been cancelled.
