As usual we need people to commit.

Grand Prix 2010
Dave Johnson reported the committee had put together races for next year. These would be local events but, on the whole, not the same races every year.

Dave proposed removing the Special Race as the committee did not feel it was needed and it would simplify the Grand Prix.

The vote was narrowly in favour of removing it but after a discussion it was decided to put the vote to the AGM so everyone could have their say.

The proposed Grand Prix races for next year are Retford XC, Killamarsh XC, Handsworth XC, Wirksworth Incline, Crowden Horseshoe Fell race, Long Eaton 5m, Peak Forest Fell Race, Askern 10, Bawtry Forest Trail race, Bestwood Trail race, Worksop 1/2m and the Edwinstowe 10k.
